	If you wish to find an allotment and you live in Bridgend County Borough then please contact the following:-  Our allotments are in these areas:- Porthcawl, Maesteg, Heol-y-Cyw, Bryncethin, Brackla, Pencoed, Ogmore Valley, and Pyle.

Would you like to join a band of gardeners who are willing to teach and share their ideas with you, and who have great community spirit about gardening. Would you like to grow fresh organic vegetables like Potatoes, Cabbages, Cauliflowers, Carrots, Parsnips, Broad Beans, Runner Beans, Onions, Shallots, Lettuce, Tomatoes, Cucumbers, Radish, Beetroot, Sprouts, Swede, and Marrows. And fruit such as Strawberries, Raspberries Gooseberries, Blackcurrants, Redcurrants, Rhubarb Apples, Pears, Plums, Blackberries and whatever you choose to grow.


Bridgend County Allotment Association was re-formed in 1989 by Mr Ken Whyte and Mr Allan Rees with the intention of promoting the use of allotments in the Bridgend area. In 1996, after much negotiation, the Council agreed to allow the Association to manage 4 sites on their behalf, on a trial basis. The experiment was successful, and over the following years more sites have been added, until we now look after 10 sites, and the Association is going from strength to strength.

In 2006/07 we received substantial funds from the Big Lottery to enable us to completely refurbish 5 of our sites, and although money is now very tight, we are still applying for funds to enable us to improve existing sites for our members, and to open new sites. 

Allotments are once again very popular, and all our sites are full. Demand is outstripping supply, and there are now very long waiting lists in all areas. We are continually lobbying the Council, and other bodies, for further land to be made available and BCBC has recently formulated a new Allotment Strategy for the area.  However, the Council seems to have decided that they will not provide more allotment land example Broadlands Bridgend and now Parc Derwin Coity in the Borough. If you want an allotment and are able to get 6 like-minded people together, write to the Bridgend County Borough Council (Property Services Dept.)Ravens Court, Brewery Lane, Bridged CF31 4AP telling them that you want an allotment and they will be obliged, by 
law, to at least look into the matter and try to find land for you. 

We are affiliated to the National Society of Allotment and Leisure Gardeners and as passed in our AGM all plot holders will be members for their benefits.
